SURGERY CENTER OF MARYLAND

The testing described below is intended only as a guide in preparing patients for surgery

All patients will be contacted by a pre-operative nurse from the Surgery Center. If additional testing is required, the Surgery Center will facilitate in obtaining those studies. The Center will exercise flexibility in allowing for less testing based on the medical history and nature of the surgery.

NO TESTING REQUIRED FOR PATIENTS LESS THAN 50 AND OTHERWISE HEALTHY

EKG

•  Within 6 months if over 50 and healthy;

•  Within 1 month if patient has had history of significant CARDIAC DISEASE (specifically CABG, angina or MI history, h/o arrhythmia, hypertension and on medications, etc.) or DIABETES on medications

CBC

•  History of symptomatic anemia or recent bleeding;

•  History of blood or bleeding disorder (include PT/PTT);

•  NOTE: For surgery with potential blood loss, hemoglobin can be done the day of surgery at the Center.

Electrolytes (Na+, K+, BUN, CR, Glucose)

•  History of diabetes treated with insulin (a fasting glucose will    be conducted at the Surgery Center the day of surgery for all patients with diabetes);

•  History of severe renal or endocrine disease

Liver Function Tests
•  History of severe liver dysfunction

Chest X-Ray

•  Rarely required

Pregnancy Tests

•  Urine pregnancy tests will be performed on all women of childbearing years; however, any woman who is confident that she could not be pregnant may sign a waiver.
